Course outline: This course will examine how different racial and ethnic groups in various countries participate politically, focusing on African-Americans and Latinos in the United States and Afro-Latinos and Indigenous people in Latin America. The questions that we will consider include the following: What determines membership in a particular ethnic or racial group? Why do some racial or ethnic groups mobilize politically as a group, while others do not? How do racial and ethnic identities vary across countries and regions and how do these identities shape patterns of voting and other forms of political participation?
During the introductory section of the course, we will examine some general theories of racial and ethnic identification and political behavior. In the second section, we will analyze some theories of racial and ethnic politics in the United States. The third and final part of the course will explore the politics of race and ethnicity in Latin America.
Course rationale: The aims of the course are the following: 1) To familiarize students with theories of how race and ethnicity shape politics; 2) To deepen students’ awareness of how racial and ethnic identification and politics vary across Latin America and the United States; 3) To teach students how to design and evaluate social science research; 4) To improve the students’ research and writing skills.
Requirements: This course has a substantial writing component. It entails weekly reading assignments, numerous in-class writing assignments, an in-class examination, and a 15-20 page research paper.  In addition, students will be expected to participate regularly in class discussions and to make a short presentation of their research paper. The research paper will be written in three stages: a proposal (1-2 pages) a first draft of the paper (15-20 pages) and a final draft of the paper (15-20 pages).
